Application Process

If interested, application forms are available from the
Financial Aid Office, the Dean of Students’ Office, Residence Life, or Student Activities.

Full-time Student Status

A candidate must be a full-time matriculated undergraduate currently attending the
University of Rochester.

Residency

A candidate must be a resident of the United States.

Financial Need
To be eligible for consideration, applicants must demonstrate a need for financial aid, as
determined by the University of Rochester Office of Student Financial Assistance.

Academic Standing
A candidate must be in good academic standing according to the University of
Rochester’s guidelines and requirements. A candidate must provide an official transcript
along with their application.

Extracurricular Activities
A candidate should demonstrate a substantial involvement in activities outside of the
academic arena and a continuing commitment to the betterment of University life and the
Rochester Community, including a demonstration of any challenges that the candidate
may have overcome while participating in these activities.

No person is excluded from participation in, or denied the benefits of, the James A. Chin, Jr.
Memorial Award on the basis of race, color, or national origin, gender, religion, age,
disability, political beliefs, sexual orientation, and marital or family status.
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About the James A. Chin, Jr. Memorial Award

This award is given to honor the memory of James A. Chin, Jr. and as a tribute to his
efforts and accomplishments here at the University of Rochester. Jim, a 1993 graduate, had the
debilitating disease FSH Muscular Dystrophy; however, he never let this constant obstacle
interfere with his strong commitment to improving both himself and the community around him.
Jim was active in many diverse areas of university life, consistently demonstrating both honor
and integrity as he strived to achieve his goals. He served the student body as both a student
senator and as a member of the Student Council Appropriations Committee. Jim was also very
active in the Greek community, particularly in his own fraternity, Sigma Nu, where he held the
offices of Social Chair and Inter Fraternity Council representative. He was also continuously
involved in both philanthropy and community service events sponsored by the fraternity.

The purpose of this award is to recognize those students who exemplify these
characteristics for their accomplishments and their contributions to the University and the
Rochester community.
